A J. Ives – In Brandon in 1882, he was a first assistant, which was an officer position in Brandon’s fire department.1    

Aaron Ives – In the 1790 Killington, Rutland, VT Census, there was a white male 16+,  2 white males under 16 and 3 white females.  In the 1800 Wells, Rutland, VT census, there were 2 males age 16-26, 1 male age 26-45 and 3 1 1 _.  In the 1788 Vermont census, Aaron Ives resided in Pocock, Addison County, VT, p. 019.

Aaron Ives b. abt. 1783 and died in 1831 in Middetown, Middlesex, CT married Lucy Mallory, b. abt. 1787, on October 16, 1808 in Middletown, Rutland County, VT (Middletown Marriage Records).  His father was Aaron Ives, b. 4/6/1746 in Wallingford, New Haven, CT and his mother was Esther Hall, b. abt. 1758.  (gary44238@adelphia.net as of 5/18/2004.)  Aaron Ives is listed in the 1778 census as living in Shrewsbury and Wallingford, Rutland, VT, p. 051 and 052.  In 1810, the household was 4; 1820, the household was 5 – 2 daughters, 1 son; 1830, the household was 10 – 3 daughters, 5 sons.

Aaron Ives – 1820 Federal census, p. 141 is listed 1 - - - 1 – 2 - - 1

Abraham Ives lived in Wallingford. Error: Reference source not found He was from Wallingford, CT. Abraham Ives helped to organize Rutland County.  Error: Reference source not found  He was the son of Nathaniel and Mehitabel Ives.  He had a son named Abraham Ives who is buried in Ives Settlement Cemetery in Guilford, NY.   Parker's Gore was a tract of land bought of the county by Jonathan PARKER, of Rutland, in 1804. This tract was to have been sold to the highest bidder by the high sheriff of the county, which office was then held by Abraham IVES, of Wallingford. On the day advertised for the sale to take place, Ives opened the sale a 12 o'clock at night, in the interest of certain Rutland men. PARKER therefore bought the land at a nominal value, making the sale of advantage to said sheriff. For this crookedness, Ives was obliged to resign his office and leave the State to evade prosecution. The township retained the name of Parkerstown until November 6th, 1827, when it was changed to the present one of Mendon.  (Rutland County)

It was during this period that Abraham Ives, the sheriff of the county of  Rutland, sold such large quantities of land at public vendue, for the collection of  taxes; and many titles in the county of Chittenden are now held under that sale.   The sale was made in a very loose and imperfect manner, hardly in any respect  answering the formalities and requirements of the law; yet from the necessity of  the case, the court determined to establish the sale as valid, and it became the  origin of the title to a vast amount of land, on the west side of the mountain.  The  population of the county of Rutland continued rapidly to increase, especially along  the streams and borders of the lake, up to the province line; and the convenience,  as well as the interest of parties, required a more economical mode of settling their  disputes, than making a semi-annual pilgrimage, with their lawyers and witnesses,  to attend the trial of their causes at Tinmouth.   To obviate this difficulty and meeet  the reasonable requirements of the increasing settlements at the north, the  legislature of the state on the 18th of October, 1785, dismembered the old county of  Rutland of most of its territory, and incorporated a new county, by the name of  Addison.

Abraham IVES, from Wallingford, Ct., followed closely upon the arrival of Abraham JACKSON. He was a member of the convention which met at Dorset July 24, 1776. He was captain of militia, justice of the peace, and was the first high sheriff of Rutland county, holding the office from 1781 to 1785. He kept the first store and tavern that were opened in town. Owing, it is said, to an irregular sale of lands in Mendon, while acting in his capacity of high sheriff he was obliged to sell his property and leave the State. His settlement was on the old Meacham place, on the west side of the street, a few rods below Mill lane. 

Abraham Ives, Lent Ives and others settled in Deacon Jackson.  “Most of these were men of decided character, and suited to the times which were approaching.  Men on whom the defenders of liberty and the independence of the New Hampshire Grants could most perfectly rely.  Some of you have looked upon the venerable form of Lent Ives, for heaven graciously spared his life till his locks were whitened with the winters of four score years, but of Abraham Ives and the Bradleys you know less.  Perhaps to some of you their names may even sound strange  Yet in their day they had no little celebrity.  Abraham Ives, both as a business man and a political man, was known throughout the territory which now constitutes the state.  That he was a person of influence may be  inferred from the report that he was a member of the convention which met a Dorset, July 24, 1776, and consisted of 51 members, representing 35 towns.” (People of Wallingford, p. 52.)

Abram Ives was the first sheriff (of Rutland County), elected in 1781 and served until 1785.  He was one of the early settlers of Wallingford, and kept a hotel there for many years.  He is said to have been a good citizen and also kept a model hotel. He was a personal friend of Ethan Allen.  He died in CT at an advanced age.  In Wallingford in 1782 he was licensed to keep public houses and sell liquors under certain restrictions. 

Adelain N. Ives married James T. Gorham on July 3, 1855 – Ludlow Marriages, Book 1, p. 240

Allen Ives resided in Mt. Holly in the 1840 Vermont Census in Mt. Holly. p. 100  He was the son of Ebenezer and Hannah Johnson.  He was born in 1804 and died in 1893 according to the Packer Cemetery records, Mt. Holly, VT.  The entire family is buried there and the following info was obtained by those records.  He was married to Mary Ann Williams (1814-1902).  They had Aurora A. (1833-1906); Clara J. (1835-1852); Morton A. (1837-1913); Arville C. (1839-1911); Janette L. (1840-1875); Louise M. (1843-1918); and Clarence F. (1854-1881).

Amasa Ives was in the Town of Bristol, Addison County, VT prior to 1790

Amos (from CT) was one of the first settler’s of Jackson Gore.  He was a brother to Ebenezer, Jonah and Jonathan all whom at one time resided in Mt. Holly.  Error: Reference source not found  The first settlement of the Gore was made in 1782 by Abraham Jackson, and Stephen, Ichabod G. and Chauncey Clark of CT. It is said they sold their land on Otter Creek in Wallingford for one shilling an acre because they could not endure the flies and mosquitoes, and moved to the “Gore.”  In 1783 Jacob Wilcox and Benjamin G. Dawley came from RI, soon followed by Jonas, Amos and Ebenezer Ives.  The first child born in Mt. Holly was a daughter of Amos Ives.  (History of Mt. Holly, VT)  According to the 1810 Vermont census, Amos resided in Milton. 

Amos Ives served in 1 Regt. (Martidale’s) Vt. Militia according to the State of Vermont Roster of Soldiers in the War of 1812-14, prepared and published under the direction of Herbert T. Johnson, the Adjutant General, 1933, p. 238.

Anson Ives, Sergeant, served in 1 Regt. Of Detached Militia of Vt. in U.S. service at Champlain from Nov. 18 to Nov. 19, 1812 according to the State of Vermont Roster of Soldiers in the War of 1812-14, prepared and published under the direction of Herbert T. Johnson, the Adjutant General, 1933, p. 238.

Brayton Ives was an American Civil War officer and served in CT as Brigadere General.  He was born in 1840 in Framington, CT and died in 1914.

Caroline Ives died 7/3/1835 or 1855, age 22 buried in the Old Cemetery (I think of Middletown)

C. F. Ives kept a tore in Tarbellvile for 2 years, 1882.  Error: Reference source not found  Clarence F. Ives died November 11, 1881, age 27 years and is buried in Packer Cemetery in Mt. Holly, VT, son of Allen Ives and Mary Ann Williams.  He was married to Belle F. Wilcox, daughter of Willet & Pauline Wilcox, b. Feb. 2, 1860, d. January 21, 1900.  They had a daughter Maude L. who died November 4, 1884, age 4 years, 6 months also in Packer Cemetery.

Chloe Ives married Jacob Amadon in 1797 in Wallingford.  Jacob Amadon died in 1820 in Tinmouth.

Charles Ives m. Betsey Spafford on April 29, 1841, Ludlow Marriages, Book 1, p. 195

David Ives (see The Tinmouth Channel, Spring 2000, Vol. 1, No. 3 for children) m Elizabeth Landon.

Dolly Ives m. Wheeler Spaulding on Apr. 5, 1824, Ludlow Marriages, Book 1, p. 122 (this quite possibly be the daughter of Levi and Huldia Ives).

Ebenezer was the brother to Amos, Jonah and Jonathan all whom at one time resided in Mt. Holly.  Ebenezer- 1760-1832 per Packer Cemetery.  He was married to Hannah Johnson, b. 1770 and died Feb. 18, 1822, age 52 years and  buried in Packer Cemetery, Mt. Holly, VT.  Per the Vermont census, Ebenezer resided in Mount Holly in 1810.  Ebenezer had a son named Allen. Error: Reference source not found  Allen, per the Packer Cemetery record – 1804-1893.  They also had a daughter, Almina, who married Alvin Holden.  She died Jan. 14, 1847, age 38 and is buried in Mt. Holly Cemetery, Mt. Holly, VT.   

The first settlement on Jackson's Gore (Mount Holly) was made by Abraham JACKSON, and Stephen, Ichabod G. and Chauncey CLARK, of Connecticut, in the year 1782. In the following year they were joined by Jacob WILCOX and Benjamin G. DAWLEY, from Rhode Island, and soon after by Jonah, Amos and Ebenezer IVES, also from Connecticut.  Jonah, Amos and Jonathan were brothers of Ebenezer and came in 1781.

Edward Ives was born in Rutland, Middleton, VT in 1810

Elihu and Phebe Ives, according to the Ludlow birth records had the following children:

Elihu resided in Ludlow according to the 1810 Vermont census.  Elihu owned a lot of property in Ludlow, VT and can be found in the Land Records (or my handwritten notes) of Ludlow.  It appears that the grantor of 2 parcels was from the Spauling family (Dolly Ives married Wheeler Spaulding about 5 years prior to the grant).  Elihu received (or bought) about 6 parcels of land from Isaac Ives in 1825 and 1826. He also received (or bought) over 10 parcels of land from Zachariah Spaulding between 1813 and 1820.  Elihu died October 15, 1834, Ludlow Deaths, Book 1, p. 48.

Eliza Ives was born in Rutland, Middleton, VT in 180

Enos Ives and Annah Ives (perhaps his wife) were founders of the first Congregational Church on 10/20/1773 in Rutland. Error: Reference source not found  Enos resided in Cornwall, Addison County, VT according to the 1810 Vermont census.

Enos Ives lived in Addison County near Cornwall, probably in the late 1770's or 1780's, and possibly longer than that.  According to the History of the Town of Cornwall “Jared Ives, from Cheshire, Conn., settled in 1787 on the west side of the road, north of David Pratt. Enos Ives lived nearly across the road from him.”  Enos H. Ives was married to Sylvia Johnson and later to Anna (?), probably in Vermont or New York. Enos H. Ives was born in 1800 or 1802 depending on the source. His gravesite shows June 6, 1800. (I took this info from Genforum posted by Lorraine Besmer.)

Esther Ives married Daniel Bradley and was the sister of Lent and Abraham  Ives. (History of Wallingford, Rutland County, VT) 

Franklin Ives, d. May 1861 and is buried in Green Hill Cemetery in Wallingford, VT.  The stone is illegible but does say that he was a soldier and that he was 50 years when he died.  The 1850 census states that he lived in Middletown and was 37 (born in VT), along with Ann (age 47 or 67, born in MA), Mary A., age 10, Martha A., age 10 (twins?), Elizabeth, age 5, and Emily, age 3.

Huldah Ives and James Coleman on Sept. 17, 1818, Ludlow Marriages, Book 1, p. 105

Isaac Ives granted 6 parcels of land to Elihu Ives in 1825 and 1826.  According to the History of the Town of Whiting (VT), Isaac Ives was a physician in town.

James Ives is listed as having a household of 11 in the 1810 census of Middltown Springs.

James Ives lived in Burnham as a storekeeper and a distillery.  Error: Reference source not found  He is listed as living in Middleton, Rutland, VT with a birth date of 1813.  His parents are listed as James Ives and Lucy Brewer.  In the 1820 federal census in Middleton, VT, p. 319, James Ives is listed: 1 – 2 1 – females: 2 – 2 2 - - 11 10 15 – 2 12 – 1  There’s a James Ives in Tinmouth in the 1800 census as well as David Ives and Jared Ives.  In 1810 James Ives was in Middletown 1 – 3 1 – 2 – 2 2 - - 11 10 15 – 2 12 – 1

James Ives – 1900 census in Hyde Park, Lamoille, VT, age 58, born in VT in January 1842.  He is divorced in 1900.  Both parents were born in VT. 

Jared Ives resided in Cornwall, Addison County, VT at the 1810 Vermont census.  According to the History of the Town of Cornwall “Jared Ives, from Cheshire, Conn., settled in 1787 on the west side of the road, north of David Pratt. Enos Ives lived nearly across the road from him.”  He resided in Shrewsbury in the 1840 Vermont Census, p. 152  On Dec. 10, 1808, the Rutland County Weekly Herald reported that his wife, Joanna, had run him into debt.  Jared Ives was in Tinmouth in 1789 with his father and settled where Orson Ives now lives.  Error: Reference source not found  Jerud Ives of Tinmouth was a fiddler.  He was full of music and had advance as far as his contemporaries in the science as a conductor of dance.  He was a large muscular man and drew the bow with common vigor;  he indicated the emphatic parts of his music by a stomp of the foot and a motion of his head; a countenance and his every motion reflected great enthusiasm and spirit, which seemed to give him perfect control of the parties on the floor.  Error: Reference source not found  His second wife was Betsey (Vaughn) Hathaway.  They had a son Merritt Clark Ives, who was born March 25, 1824 at Tinmouth.  He died September 20, 1892 and was the 13th child.  (See The Tinmouth Channel, Spring 2000, Vol. 1, No. 3 for descendants of Jared.)

Jared Ives, b. 5/15/1777 in Salisbury, CT, the son of David Ives and Elizabeth Landon, d. 4/15/1852 in Tinmouth.  (David, Stephen(4), Nathaniel(3), John(2), William(1).

Jared Ives of Capt. Saml. Williams' Company of Militia in Col. Thomas Lee's Regiment, commenced the 21st of Oct., last, ending the 2nd of Nov., following.  14 days, 24 miles, wages per day 0.1.4, and amount of pay 1.6.8  Source is book "ROLLS OF VERMONT SOLDIERS in the REVOLUTIONARY WAR 1775-1783", prepared and published under the direction of Major General Martha T. Rainville, The Adjutant General, Vermont, Camp Johnson, Colchester, Vermont, 1998, Volumes I and II.

Jessa Ives, d. Feb. 23, 1833, “age 17/47? Y.”, buried in Hill-Roberts Cemetery in South Wallingford, VT.

Jesse Ives – in notes re: Congregational Church organized June 23, 1762 in Monson, MA:  “On Nov. 16, 1803, in the patorate of Rev. Jesse Ives, the second meeting house was dedicated.”

Jesse Ives served from April 12, 1814 to April 21, 1814 in Capt. Shubal Wales’ Company, Col. W. B. Sumner’s Regt. according to the State of Vermont Roster of Soldiers in the War of 1812-14, prepared and published under the direction of Herbert T. Johnson, the Adjutant General, 1933, p. 238.

Jewett Ives d. June 26, 1888, age 53-1-15 and is buried in the Packer Cemetery in Mt. Holly, VT.

Joanna Ives had a household of 2 in Middletown Springs per the 1820 census.

Johan Ives resided in Mount Holly in the 1810 Vermont Census.  (Could this be Jonah Ives?)

John Ives resided in Wallingford in the 1840 Vermont Census, p. 159  He was the son of John and Lucretia Ives’ infant son died October 1836 and is buried in Green Hill Cemetery in Wallingford, VT.  They also had a son, Frank J. Ives who died Nov. 26, 1833, age 4-3-4.  The April 27, 1875 edition of the Rutland Herald reported:  “Captain John Ives, of this place, who was recently made the recipient of a sight draft for a large amount, at the hands of a generous nephew, whose lucky stock speculations in California filled his coffers with filthy lucre, deserves more than a passing notice, he having been a veteran of three wars. In 1841, Captain Ives booked himself for the Pacific Ocean and sailed around the Horn; after which he shipped on board the Peruvian sloop of war Yungy, commanded by Don Pa-pay Arsy - served through the war of Peru against Bolivia and Columbia, after which he returned to the Atlantic States. Captain Ives still followed the ocean until the Mexican war broke out when he succeeded in holding a warrant from the war department as gunner of the U. S. revenue steamer "Legare," commanded by Captain De Coste. When the great rebellion broke out, Captain Ives was one of the first to respond to the call, enlisting under General B. F. Butler, (the second hero of New Orleans) for the purpose of opening the Mississippi River to the traffic of the world. He commanded the steamer Henry Lewis, at the taking of Fort Jackson and Ft. St. Philip, proceeding to New Orleans, capturing everything before them. Shortly after he was promoted to commodore of the transport steamers in the Department of the Gulf, holding that position until disabled and was sent north by the medical direction of the department, since which time he has made Wallingford his home. The Captain intends to devote the remainder of his life to tilling the soil rather than roaming the seas, and in order to carry the above resolve into effect he has purchased of Mr. E. G. Hulett what is known as the "Old Bump Homestead," it having been in the possession of the Bump family for over one hundred years. The farm contains some one hundred and eighty acres of good tillable land. The Captain has stocked the farm in a first-class manner. Mrs. Ives was recently presented with some fifty dollars' worth of silver ware from Mrs. E. G. Hulett, the former owner of the farm.”  In 1824 work was begun on the tavern, or hotel, later to be named The Wallingford House.  For the times this was a pretentious building, designed and built by John Ives.  (People of Wallingford, p. 21.)

John Ives served from April 12, 1814 to April 21, 1814 in Lieut. Justus Foote’s Company, Sumner’s Regt. according to the State of Vermont Roster of Soldiers in the War of 1812-14, prepared and published under the direction of Herbert T. Johnson, the Adjutant General, 1933, p. 238.

Jonah Ives contributed $0.97 to the Mt. Holly meetinghouse.  He was the brother to Amos, Ebenezer and Jonathan all whom at one time resided in Mt. Holly.  Error: Reference source not found  He is buried in Packer Cemetery, Mount Holly and died September 8, 1821 in 71st year.  He was married to Sarah who died Dec. 30, 1846, age 84 years and is also buried in Packer Cemetery, Mt. Holly.  There was formerly a store (in Mount Holly) kept on the corner opposite Mr. HORTON's place of business, which was built by Jonah IVES about 1846. He, with his son-in-law, Mr. MILLER, conducted it for a number of years.

Jonah Ives, Jr. married Amarylia W.  Wright of Rockingham (aka Amilla) Dec. 28, 1819, daughter of Moses Wright (source: cemetery record).  She was born in Rockingham died May 31, 1866, age 68-7-21 and is buried in Packer Cemetery, Mt Holly, VT.  Jonah, Jr. died March 31, 1885,age 87 years, 4 days and is also buried in Packer Cemetery.  His headstone reads:  “The brightest things below the sky; Give but a flattering light; We should suspect some danger nigh; Where we possess delight.”  Warren W. Ives, son of Jonah and A., d. August 5, 1829 in 3rd year.  On his headstone reads: “Ere sin could blast this blooming rose; Death came with friendly care; Its opening bed to heaven conveyed; And bid it blossom there.”

Jonas Ives lived in the town of Rutland in 1780.  Error: Reference source not found
Jonathan Ives was the brother to Ebenezer, Amos and Jonah all whom at one time resided in Mt. Holly.  Error: Reference source not found
Lent Ives, according to the Vermont Pensioners, 1835, was a private and drummer 3/14/1831, commanded by Captain Virunball.  He joined his regiment at Newton, CN and marched to Parkskill, NY.  Lent served 7 months, 20 days.  He was discharged at Valley Forge in February 1778.  Colonel Chambers was over Captain Virunball.  Mary Ives was his widow.  She was to receive $27.41 per year as his widow.  Solomon Miller knew Lent Ives and testified as to his death in Wallingford in 1784.  

Lent Ives died in June 30, 1838.  He testified that his wife’s maiden name was Mary (or Polly) Mighell.  Lent and she married in September 1782.  She was 74 years old in July 1838.  Lent was born in Cheshire, Newhaven Cty., CN. In April 1779, he removed to Wallingford, VT. In 1786, Lent Ives purchased 51 acres lying on the east side of Main Street, extending from Roaring Brook north to the school house (chapel) lot.  This with his house on Main Street constituted his farm.  (People of Wallingford, p. 19.) Over the door of the brick school house is by the present to be seen the inscription “Erected 1818.”  We are told that the building was constructed by Lent Ives and James Rustin.  There was a school house on the site much earlier, for in a deed of land by Lent Ives to Zephaniah Hull there is a clause “reserving the land which the school house now stands upon with sufficient room to pass around the said school house.”  The deed is dated April 4, 1798.  Probably this was a frame building replaced in 1818 by the present brick building.  More and more thought was being given to education.  A brick school house in the village indicates that it was looked upon as an important and permanent institution  The Wallingford Academy was chartered in 1814 built never came into being, probably from lack of funds.  The name indicates that high expectations might have been awakened.  (People of Wallingford, p. 20.)  Lent Ives’ home was a tavern which offered accommodation to travelers.  (People of Wallingford, p. 21.)  Lent Ives’ house was moved from Main Street to School Street in 1856, to make a place for the residence of Isaac B. Munson, which for years after was pointed out as the handsomest house in the village.  (People of Wallingford, p. 26.)  A view on School Street, facing page 17 shows the front of the old House and beside it the residence of Dr. Hitt, which is the Lent Ives house that originally stood on Main Street.  (People of Wallingford, p. 36.)  Lent was the father of Nathaniel Ives.  (Revolutionary War Book 62, Vol. 3, p. 77- )(Series: M805  Roll: 463  Image: 422  File: W26812)  

Lent IVES in the early part of the Revolution lived in a log house on the place which the late Rebecca HULL occupied at the time of her death. IVES afterwards went into the Revolution. He at one time owned land embracing nearly all of the present village of Wallingford. IVES afterwards kept hotel in the house which Dr. John E. HITT formerly occupied, and entertained several times so distinguished a guest as Ethan ALLEN. He died June 30, 1838, in his eightieth year.  He is buried in Green Hill Cemetery, Wallingford, VT along with his wife Mary Mighell who was b. in 1764 and died August 12, 1844.  They had Ezerial, Hannah (who married Silas Hamilton), Fannie (b. 1791 who married Joel Hill), Sarah “Sally” (b. 1793 who married William Fox, Jr.), Nathaniel (b. 1795), John (b. 1805), and Abigail (b. 1806 who married Hudson Shaw).  (This info was submitted to the Wallingford Town Clerk for their records.)

The school (in Wallingford), in 1815, was held in the Congregational Chapel, which was erected as a school-house by Lent IVES and James RUSTIN, an 23, 18d used as such for years, until after the new school-house was built, about 1865, and then sold to the Congregational Society.

It is not known when the post-office was established here nor who received the first appointment. Lent IVES was postmaster for a long time prior to 1815. John IVES, Seth LEONARD, Rufus BUCKLIN, Lewis BUCKLIN, Mrs. Lewis BUCKLIN (1861), William BALLOU, M. C. ROGERS, C. M. TOWNSEND, and W. D. HULETT have successively been appointed, the last named being established in office in August, 1885.

The only hotel in the village of Wallingford was erected about the year 1824, completed in 1826, by John IVES, who designed it as a tavern. But it was soon converted to other uses.  

Leverette A. Ives (male), b. June 6, 1822, d. June 5, 1891 and is buried in the Mt. Holly Cemetery, Mt. Holly, VT.  He was married to Fannie T. Caryl, who was b. June 12, 1818, d. May 23, 1895

Levi Ives resided in Ludlow, Windham, VT in the 1810 Census and the 1840 Vermont Census, p. 294, as did Levi, Jr. and Philip, p. 294.  The Ludlow birth records state that Levi and Huldia Ives had the following children:

Lint Ives resided in Wallingford at the 1810 Vermont Census.

Lorenza Ives (female) was  married to James Headley Congdon.  He was born in North Kingstown RI on July 20, 1779 and died in East Wallingford, VT on Nov. 22, 1854 and is buried in Green Hill Cemetery also a stone in Sugar Hill Cemetery, both in Wallingford.  His second wife was Lurana Phillips; third wife:  Lydia E. Brock, b. May 21, 1790, d. March 10, 1837, age 47 years.

Lorinda Ives married Willard Hastings on Sept. 4, 1832, Ludlow Marriages, Book 1, p. 165.

Lorinda Ives was born in VT abt. 1801.  In 1860 she lived in Darien, Genessee County, NY – possible mother of Merritt and Harriet.

Louise Ives Barrows Claghorn died in Wallingford, Rutland County, VT on November 17, 1918 and was 75 years, 3 months and 24 days old.  She was the daughter of Allen Ives and Mary Ann Williams.

Lucinda Ives died May 15, 1842, age 49 years and is buried in Green Hill Cemetery, Wallingford, VT.

Lucy Ives was born in Rutland, Middleton, VT in 1806.

Lydia Ives married Jabez Olmstead.  She was his second wife.  Jabez lived in Pittsford, Rutland County and later Goshen, Addison County.  He was the son of Moses, b. 1736.

M. A. Ives was a petit juror (town officer) of Mount Holly. Error: Reference source not found
M.J.D. Ives and Ellen Ives, according to the Ludlow, VT birth records at Book 2, p. 1 had Murty L. Ives, b. Jan. 8, 1857.

Mary Ives, relict of Lent, d. August 12, 1844, age 80 years and is buried in Green Hill Cemetery in Wallingford. 

Merit Ives lived in Middletown with Nathaniel and Polly Cleft and their 10 children on August 3, 1850 census.  He must have moved between then and 10/10/1850 since he was listed in the Orleans County on that date.

Merritt Clark Ives, b. 3/25/1824 at Tinmouth and d. 9/20/1892.  He was the 13th child of Jared Ives and Betsey (Vaughn) Hathaway.  Merritt married Lydia Ann Doane in 1864.  In 1885 he resided in Middle Granville, NY.  They had Albert, Lila, Henry, Henrietta and Ella.

Millinda Ives Chatterton, 1772-1867 (People of Wallingford, photo.)

Morton A. Ives died in Wallingford, Rutland County, VT October 17, 1918 at the age of 76 years, 4 months, 9 days.  He served for 9 months in The Rebellion as a citizen of Mt. Holly.  He was the son of Allen Ives and Mary Ann Williams.

Morton Ives Newton was born in Wallingford, Rutland County, VT on March 1, 1911.

Mary Ives married Jeremiah Bingham.  They had a son., Aaron Bingham. Error: Reference source not found
 Mary Ives resided in Wallingford in the 1840 Vermont Census, p. 164, 159.

N. and J. Ives deeded a house and lot on the south side of School Street about 100 rods east of Main Street and was referred to as the Sash and Blind Factory to Silas K. Moore for the consideration of $175.  Three years later the property was assessed for taxation at $200.  There are no records of earlier assessments.  (People of Wallingford, p. 26.)

Nancy Smith Ives (father Thadeus Smith; mother _____ Griswold), died on Aug. 10, 1872 at 72 years, 7 months, 15 days, Ludlow Deaths, Book 3, p. 235.

Nathaniel Ives -  Lent Ives was his father.  (Book 62, Vol. 3, p. 77- )  He resided at Wallingford for the 1810 Vermont Census. 

Wallingford has ever been aspiring in educational matters. In 1814 a company was incorporated under the name of the Wallingford Academy, and consisted of William and John FOX, Moseley HALL, Alexander MILLER, Joseph RANDALL, Nathaniel IVES, Samuel TOWNSEND, Lent IVES and Ebenezer TOWNER. Unfortunately, nothing came of it. The Wallingford graded school was established on the first of September, 1871. The present principal (there being three departments), H. L. ALLEN, came in the spring of 1885. There is an average attendance at the school of about one hundred and twenty.

The following physicians have practiced in Wallingford, but are now deceased: Drs. Samuel L. MCCLURE, John FOX, Augustus, Nathaniel IVES, Samuel GRISWOLD, Herman SHAW. Dr. David HOLDEN studied in the office of Dr. FOX, and married his preceptor's sister, Mary FOX.

Phebe Ives (I believe Elihu’s wife, Elihu died in 1834) had $400 on hand in 1849

Philip Ives resided in Ludlow, Windham, VT in the 1840 Vermont Census, p. 294 as did Levi Ives and Levi Ives, Jr.

Orin Ives resided in Wells in the 1840 Vermont Census, p. 168. 

Reuben Ives, from MA, bought land in Pittsford.  Error: Reference source not found  He resided in Pittsford (Rutland County) during the 1810 Vermont Census.  During the time the British occupied Castleton, the family fled to CT.  Among the things they hid for safekeeping was a tub of maple sugar.  This was found and eaten by Reuben Ives.  After the war, Bradley sued Ives and recovered the value; which Ives thought rather harsh, as he said it had taken him a month to find the sugar!  (History of Wallingford, Rutland County, VT)

The town (Wallingford) was not very thickly settled so late as 1778, if the town records of December of that year may be believed. The following list of freemen resident in Wallingford is there given: Abraham JACKSON, Ephraim ANDREWS (ANDRUS), Joseph JACKSON, Timothy NICHOLS, Williamson BOOL, Benjamin BRADLEY, Daniel BRADLEY, Stephen CLARK, Goodyear CLARK, Reuben IVES, Jonah IVES, Jotham IVES, Amos IVES, John NICHOLS, George NICHOLS, Abraham JACKSON, Jr.

In a family Bible found in Wallingford in the early 1800s, it states that:  “John M. Hall m. Loly Ives on 21 Dec 1799 by the Rev. Reuben [Reubin] Ives.

Sally Ives married Abner Parker on Jan. 20, 1833, Ludlow Marriages, Book 1, p. 16

Thomas Ives - Westmore lies in the eastern part of the county, in lat. 44º 45' and long. 4º 57', bounded northeast by Charleston and Brighton, southeast by Newark, southwest by Sutton, and northwest by Brownington and Barton. It contains an area of 23,040 acres granted by the State, November,7, 1780, and chartered August 17, 1781, by the name of Westford, to “Uriah Seymour and his associates,” who were named as follows: Samuel B. Webb, Heber Allen, Samuel Williams, James Camp,  Justus Riley, Lorraine  Allen, John Humphrey, Daniel Buck,  Asahel Williams, Joseph Merrill, Mary Allen, David Humphrey, Ira Allen, Josiah Willard, Thomas Ives, ... The name of Westford was subsequently changed to Westmore, and there were two Westfords in Vermont.

William Ives resided in Clarendon, Rutland County, VT at the 1810 Vermont Census.

In early Life he became a follower of Jesus & through Life supported the character of a faithfull friend a Kind husban and an affectionate parent and died in the lively hope of future bliss. The Memory of the Just is blessed.”
